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I. POPULATION, EMPLOYMENT, AND LAND USE 

 

A. Study Area Description 

 

Monroe County is located in East Tennessee, adjacent to North Carolina.  Monroe County is mostly a rural area with 

the following municipalities: Madisonville, Sweetwater, Tellico Plains and Vonore.  See the following Monroe County 

Study Area map. 

 

The terrain of Monroe County ranges from rolling hills to mountainous terrain.  The Unicoi Mountains dominate the 

southern portion of the county.  The Unicoi Mountains are part of the Blue Ridge Mountains.   The Little Tennessee 

River, the Tellico River and the Bald River flow through Monroe County.  Tellico Lake, Chilhowee Lake and Calderwood 

Lake are located on the Little Tennessee River.  A portion of the county is located in the Cherokee National Forest.  

Two federally designated wilderness areas, Citico Creek and Bald River Gorge, are located in the county.

U. S. 11 / SR 2 and U. S. 411 / SR 33 cross Monroe County in a generally north-south direction.  Other state highways 

in the County include SR 39, SR 68, SR 72, SR 115, SR 165, SR 307, SR 315, SR 322 and SR 360.  The CSX and Norfolk 

Southern railroads serve the county.  A portion of the Cherohala Skyway National Scenic Byway is in Monroe County. 

 

Significant industrial and commercial development has occurred in the Niles Ferry Industrial Park on US 411 / SR 33 

and in Tellico West Industrial Park along SR 72 in Vonore. Some commercial and industrial development has also 

occurred at the I-75 interchanges with SR 322 and SR 68 in Sweetwater.

According to the 2020 Census, populations in the county and municipalities are as follows: Monroe County (46,250), 

Madisonville (4,920), Sweetwater (5,873), Tellico Plains (952), and Vonore (1,677).  Top employers in 2020 in the 

county are JTEKT Automotive 1050 employees, Monroe County Board of Education 734 employees and Yamaha Jet 

Boat Manufacturing 700 employees.  

 

B. Land Use 

The following Monroe County Land Use Map shows existing land use in Monroe County.  A large portion of this rural 

county is shown as timber tracts and agricultural tracts.  Some heavy industrial and light industrial / warehousing are 

shown in the Niles Ferry Industrial Park on US 411 / SR 33, in the Tellico West Industrial Park along SR 72 in Vonore, in 

the Sweetwater Industrial Park on US 11 / SR 2, and other scattered locations. Single family residential development 

is shown in the four municipalities and along the existing roadway network in rural areas. Water features and public 

use are also shown as prominent land uses in the county.  Some general commercial uses are scattered in the county. 

Regarding future land uses, data below shows moderate projected increases in population and employment between 

the years 2025 to 2045.  Thus, some additional residential and commercial development will occur in the county during 

this period.  Some of the projected employment increases will likely occur in the various industrial areas in the county.  

Additional development is also anticipated near the I-75 interchanges with SR 322 and SR 68 in Sweetwater.

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C. Population and Employment Data 

The table below depicts Monroe County Population and Employment data in five-year increments for the year 2000 

through 2050.  For the period 2025 to 2045, total population is projected to increase by 6173 or 309 per year.  This 

equates to a 12.8% increase in population for the twenty-year period or 0.60% growth per year.  Total households are 

projected to increase by 2644 during the twenty-year period or 132 per year. This equates to a 12.90% increase over 

the twenty-year period or 0.60% increase per year.  Total employment is projected to increase by 3688 over the twenty 

period or 184 per year.  This equates to a 17.10% increase over the twenty-year period or 0.86% increase per year.  As 

shown by these numbers, moderate population and employment growth is projected in Monroe County during this 

twenty-year period.

B. Arterial Roadways in Monroe County 

Interstates are officially designated as Interstates by the Secretary of Transportation and all routes that comprise the 

Dwight D. Eisenhower National System of Interstate and Defense Highways belong to the Interstate functional 

classification category and are also considered Principal Arterials.  

Interstates in Monroe County:  I-75.   

Principal Arterial roadways serve major centers of metropolitan areas, provide a high degree of mobility and can also 

provide mobility through rural areas.  Unlike their access-controlled counterparts, abutting land uses can be served 

directly.  These roadways serve corridor movements having trip length and travel density characteristics indicative of 

substantial statewide or interstate travel. 

Principal arterials in the area include:  SR 2 / US 11W (within Sweetwater), SR 68 (within Sweetwater) and SR 33 / US 

411. 

Minor Arterials serve trips of moderate length, serve geographic areas that are smaller than their higher Arterial 

counterparts, and offer connectivity to the higher Arterial system.  In rural settings, Minor Arterials should be 

identified and spaced at intervals consistent with population density, so that all developed areas are within a 

reasonable distance of a higher level Arterial.  Additionally, Minor Arterials in rural areas are typically designed to 

provide relatively high overall travel speeds, with minimum interference to through movement.   

Minor Arterials in the area include: SR 39, SR 68 (outside Sweetwater), SR 72, and SR 322, SR 2 / US 11W (outside 

Sweetwater). 

 

C. Collector Roadways in Monroe County 

 

Collectors serve a critical role in the roadway network by gathering traffic from Local Roads and funneling them to the 

Arterial network.  In the rural environment, Collectors generally serve primarily intra-county travel (rather than 

statewide) and constitute those routes on which (independent of traffic volume) predominant travel distances are 

shorter than Arterial routes.  Consequently, more moderate speeds may be posted. 

The distinctions between Major Collectors and Minor Collectors are often subtle.  Generally, Major Collector routes 

are longer in length; have lower connecting driveway densities; have higher speed limits; are spaced at greater 

intervals; have higher annual average traffic volumes; and may have more travel lanes than their Minor Collector 

counterparts.  Major Collectors offer more mobility and Minor Collectors offer more access.   

Major Collectors in the area include:  SR 165, SR 307, SR 315, and SR 360. 

Minor Collectors are local roads owned and maintained by local county or municipal highway agencies.  Most of 

these Minor Collectors are on the State Aid System.  The minor collectors in Monroe County are listed in the table 

άMonroe County Minor Collector RoadsέΦ   ¢ƘŜ ƛƴŦƻǊƳŀǘƛƻƴ ƛƴ ǘƘƛǎ ǘŀōƭŜ ƛǎ ŦǊƻƳ ¢5h¢Ωǎ 9-TRIMS, Enhanced 

Tennessee Roadway Information Management System.

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IV. STATE ROUTES IN MONROE COUNTY 

 

 

A. Description of State Routes 

 

State Routes located in Monroe County include I-75, SR 2 / US 11, SR 33 / US 411, SR 39, SR 68, SR 72, SR 115, SR 165,

for each State Route: functional classification, number of thru lanes, lane width, shoulder width, right-of-way width, 

2022 AADT, design standards for lane width and shoulder width, and deficiencies.  Photographs of each State Route 

follow the table.  

I-75 and SR 33 / US 411 are the four lane roadways in Monroe County. The other state roads are two lanes with short 

sections of three lanes. The 2022 traffic volumes range from 486 vehicles per day on a rural section of SR 72 to 43,338 

vehicles per day on I-75.  

 

B. Deficiencies of State Routes 

 

Roadway Capacity Issues 

 

The Volume-to-Capacity ratio (V/C) measures the level of congestion on a roadway by dividing the traffic volume 

during the peak hour of traffic by the hourly capacity of the roadway.  For example: if the volume of traffic on the 

roadway is 1500 vehicles during the peak hour and the roadway capacity is 3000 vehicle per hour, then the V/C ratio 

for that segment would be 1500 / 3000 = 0.50.  

The V/C ratio makes it possible to estimate the relative level of congestion on a segment of roadway. The following 

categories relating V/C ratios to level of congestion are for use for general planning purposes:  

¶ V/C ratio > 1 = Severe congestion.  

¶ V/C ratio 0.75 to 1.0 = Heavy congestion.  

¶ V/C ratio 0.5 to 0.74 = Moderate congestion.  

¶ V/C ratio < 0.5 = Low or no congestion. 

The V/C ratio and level of congestion data provided above is for general discussion purposes in this report.  This 

information will help relate the V/C ratios provided by TDOT on various roadway segments to the level of congestion 

on that segment of roadway.  

Any roadway segment with a V/C ratio above 0.50 is potentially concerning and should be monitored for poor traffic 

flow. A value exceeding 1.00 means that there are more vehicles on the road than the road was designed to 

accommodate, resulting in a severely congested roadway. 

¢5h¢Ωǎ ¢ŜƴƴŜǎǎŜŜ {ǘŀǘŜǿƛŘŜ aƻŘŜƭ ŀƴŘ !ƴŀƭȅǘƛŎǎ,  Tennessee Statewide Model Maps and Analytics (arcgis.com),  

was used as a source to review V/C ratios on the roadway network in Monroe County.  The information was reviewed 

for both a peak hour AM Volume / Capacity Ratio and a peak hour PM Volume / Capacity Ratio for years 2025 and 

2045.  None of the state roadways exhibited a Volume / Capacity Ratio greater than 0.60.  Roadways with a Volume / 

Capacity ratio less than 0.60 are generally considered to have free flow conditions.  The highest Volume / Capacity 

Ratio was 0.59 on I-75 just south of the SR 322 interchange during the PM peak hour for the year 2045. 

 

The deficiencies of the various roadways in Monroe County are not attributable to congestion.  The deficiencies are 

due to lane width, shoulder width, horizontal alignment, and vertical alignment.
